Testing is only used for
assessment whether it's formative
or summative.

Students learn new information better
if they process it in multiple ways (e.g.
senses, modalities, activities ...)

Retrieving information from long-term
memory helps students to organize
information in their minds and boost

memory.

Concepts that are easily learned are
easily remembered, leading to
techniques for quick acquisition of
information.
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What's easily leamed is often easily
forgotten. Teachers can create
“desirable difficulties or productive
struggle” during leaming.
